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Preface

Digitisation has been a hot topic in newspaper librarianship for some years now. And this
for good reasons: Newspapers have long been the cinderella of libaries and archives — bulky
and space-consuming, laborious to collate and to catalogue, a challenge for preservation
officers and a difficult issue for circulation and access. Historical holdings are often too
brittle to be provided to readers in the original, and so microfilm has been a popular surro-
gate — not so popular with readers who spent hours in front of the screen and complained
about bad quality, changing formats and incomplete sets. Most newspapers do not have
indices, and there are few, and usually not exhaustive bibliographies available.

Under these circumstances the progress of digitisation technology came as a godsend — the
Scandinavian TIDEN project proved that hundreds of thousands of pages could be digitised
satisfactorily and in a cost-efficient way from preservation microfilm and mounted in
searchable format on the internet. Newspapers had always been a favourite with readers
who find many details - family, local history — in the papers which are usually the only
source material available. Contents management companies were quick to recognize the
market value of newspaper digitisation and entered the market. Some large newspapers
made their archives available in electronic form. The progress of software development —
especially in OCR and text management — allowed to process papers printed in Gothic
script and pull articles together that were printed in different columns. Automatic indexing
by analysing headlines also rapidly developed.

Newspaper digitisation received additional momentum by the fact that the use of microfilm
decreased dramatically owing to the soar of digital photogarphy. The supply of specialised
microfilm for preservation purposes is becoming sometimes difficult — at any rate it turned
into a niche market dominated by monopolists.

With this background it is hardly surprising that a few newspaper experts — so far very few
— have changed their minds and consider digitisation also a means of long term archiving
and preservation. Most specialists, however, still recommend microfilming as the only reli-
able preservation method.

Some libraries — especially in the Scandinavian countries — have working electronic mass
storage devices of high capacity at their disposal, and they are faced with long term archiv-
ing of born digital material — newspapers, and internet publications. There is hardly any
other option than eelctronic mass storage. So why follow a different and more costly way
with regard to digitised material? The discussion is still going on. There is no doubt, how-
ever, that electronic storage is more sensitive to outside influence and destruction, e.g. nat-
ural desasters, terrorist activity, vandalism, etc. We do not have enough experience yet with
maintaining file structures, software applications, etc. So there are many challenges.

The IFLA Newspapers Section has been active in the field of newspaper digitisation for
years and monitored carefully the digitisation projectsworldwide — most of them were run
by members of the Section. When both in Britain and the United States major national digi-
tisation projects were initiated a conference seemed a good way of exchanging information
and bringing the library community up-to-date. The University of Utah with its long expe-
rience in the field acted as host, and had the cooperation of the Library of Congress and the
IFLA Newspapers Section. Considering the rapid development of both digitisation technol-
ogy and applications it was planned to collect all contributions before the beginning of the
conference and publish the proceedings immediately afterwards. Both IFLA Headquarters



and IFLA’s publisher, K. G. Saur in Munich, agreed but it turned out a difficult task to get
full papers from the speakers. All of them provided their Powerpoint presentations but some
of them were reluctant to fill the gaps to make their contributions better readable.

The editor therefore decided to print those powerpoint presentations which are just a very
condensed form of papers while some which required a good technological background for
proper understanding were left out — with regret.

As the Digitisation Conference took place in May, 2006, and the World Library and
Information Congress followed suit in August, 2006, it seemed convenient to add the papers
read at the Seoul Congress to the book and thus make it more comprehensive.

I would like to thank my colleagues who helped enormously, partly with the conference
organisation, partly with the provision of papers: John Herbert (University of Utah Library),
Georgia Higley (Library of Congress), Sandra Burrows (Library and Archives Canada), and
Edmund King (The British Library Newspaper Library). My colleague Dr. Ulrich Wegner
prepared the page layout in record time.

Last not least attention may be drawn to the recent (October 2006) newspaper conference
organised by Poznan University Library, the Poznan School of Sopcial Sciences (Poznan
University) and the IFLA Newspaper Section — electronic newspapers, digitisation, and dig-
ital libraries were strong on the agenda. This instance shows that more and more countries
consider newspaper digitisation a must, and we will see a widespread and rapid application
of the latest technologies worldwide!

I would like to report on some activities of the IFLA Newspapers Section (see also
www.ifla.org, section 39) and the situation of newspaper digitisation in some countries that
are not represented by separate country reports.

The IFLA Newspapers Section started as small group of newspapers enthusiasts within
IFLA, the International Federation of Library Associations, and liked its previous name
«Round Table of Newspapers» which characterised it very well. The Section continues its
successful activities as to events (open sessions at the World Library and Information
Congress, conferences), projects, and publications.

Among the publications are the Section’s Newsletter and several volumes in the IFLA Pub-
lication Series:

It is based to a large extent on the practical experience of Microfilming and Digitisation
Centre of the Finnish National Library.

Among the projects I only want to mention the current effort to support African libraries:
«Survey on Holdings of African Newspapers Kept in National Archives, National or
University Libraries in Africa» (2004). This survey resulted in a desiderata list of major
African libraries that would like to have some of their own major papers, preferably in
microform, and we now try to find ways to have those papers microfilmed (if not yet avail-
able in microform) and have a user copy donated to the respective instititutions.
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Besides offering papers and presentations at WLIC — this summer in Seoul, on the subject
of Newspapers of East Asia — we combined our midwinter business meeting with interna-
tional conferences to increase our outreach and get in contact and cooperation with col-
leagues from all over the world. Considering the large number of newspapers and newspa-
per collections there are relatively few newspaper experts in the library and archival sec-
tors, and much work remains to be done. Newsplan and the US Newspaper Project have
been comprehensive and successful projects to improve the situation.

The Section organised conferences during the last years in Cape Town (2003), in Shanghai
(2004), and Canberra (2005). For 2007 preparations are under way to hold a newspaper
conference in Santiago de Chile.

Before I leave the international context to focus on the digitisation of newspapers in sever-
al countries, let me point out that the Section would be pleased to win more members, both
personal and institutional, to exchange information and experience and to establish cooper-
ation with newspaper people worldwide.

Germany

While Germany lost large holdings of newspapers owing to WW I, there is still a consid-
erable amount of material left. The German Union Catalogue of Serials (Zeitschriftendaten-
bank/ZDB, URL: www.zdb-opac.de) comprises about 80,000 titles of newspapers and sim-
ilar publications like magazines, gazettes, etc. This may one third of what is still extant,
according to rough estimates. The institutions participating in ZDB which is also a shared
cataloguing network are advised to enter their newspaper holdings but owing to the tight
staff and budget situation newspapers do not have a high priority. In addition, the major por-
tion of newspapers is held by archives which again have different priorities. Only Bavaria
received funding for checking and cataloguing its newspaper holdings, both in libraries and
in archives.

At present, there is nothing to report on major new newspaper digitisation projects. Two
small completed projects may be mentioned nevertheless.

The situation of Hitler refugees was not conducive to founding newspapers nevertheless
there are a few titles among the selected 30 serials have newspaper characteristics, like
Pariser Tageblatt, and Pariser Tageszeitung. The whole project comprises 100,000 pages
which are offered as images. Search is possible by title and date, by article and author/illus-
trator, as well as full text.

A search leads
to the metadata of the respective articles, and by clicking on them these articles appear on
the screen, again without highlighting so that the user may have to read through the article.

The Bavarian State Library so far offers two newspapers in digitised form, the Coburger
Zeitung (1854—1935) and the Augspurgische Ordinari Postzeitung (1770-1806). Search is
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only possible by date (www.bayerische-landesbibliothek-online.de/zeitungen/coburger-
zeitung/).

As there is not sufficient funding for an active continuation of the project, ANNO is con-
stantly looking for partners to digitise individual papers in cooperation.

Scanning is done either directly from the (usually bound) volume, or the binding is removed
and the single pages are scanned. OCR is not applied, and therefore there is no full text
search. Nevertheless ANNO has been providing about 2 million pages on the net, and that
is no mean accomplishment.

Luxemburg

The National Library of Luxemburg (http://luxemburgensia.bnl.lu) has increased the num-
ber of digitised papers to 10. Like ANNO the papers are offered as images, and they may
be accessed by title and date.
